
E. OAH conducts hearing, unless stayed
by a court of competent jurisdiction, and
transmits an ALJ Decision to the agency
for  its final action.

F. Party files motion for rehearing and/or
files petition for review in Superior Court.

B. OAH schedules the case and assigns the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).

C. Agency issues Notice of Hearing.

A.  Agency submits request for hearing.

2. Case vacated as settled or withdrawn and
ALJ issues order vacating case and remands
to agency.

D. Pre-hearing actions (e.g. motions
filed, orders issued, prehearing confer-
ences held.
